Megan E. Miller, originally of Van Wert, and a Rotary Youth
Exchange Student from District 6600 to Austria is the daughter of a Van Wert
Rotarian and has been connected with Rotary her entire life. She represented
District 6600 as a youth exchange student in the mid 1990s. After graduating
from university, including a semester in Africa, she joined the Peace Corps. Her
last posting with the Peace Corps was in Moldova, in a little town where she
taught English as a second language, public health and a few other odds and
ends.

While in Moldova, she came to realize what a great need there was in her
community within their local school. Megan remembered her past exposure to
Rotary, what she knew about Rotary's International Service efforts, her time as a
youth exchange student, and took it upon herself to contact not only her father
(who was the Van Wert President that year,) but Rotarians in Chisinau, the capital
of Moldova about the need. In her early 20s, Megan knew that if she connected
with a Rotary Club in Moldova, "good things" could happen for the town where
she was working. Megan's concerns for that little school were the "spark” that
ignited Rotary into action in her town in Moldova, and as you know, the "rest is
history,"” including Megan's on-location involvement while the work was being
done, the books being ordered and delivered, etc. Van Wert Rotary eventually
learned that the paperwork hadn't been completed on the Moldovan end to
Evanston's satisfaction.

Megan learned of our "paperwork" problems and — in typical Rotary fashion —
"took the bull by the horns" — and volunteered to help with some direct club-to-
club contacts with the Chisinau club. Finally, after multiple emails and a small
handful of phone calls to Eastern Europe, she tracked down her main contact
who was on holiday in France. Megan knew he was the one over there who would
see the job got done and she had the (rusty) Romanian language skills to clearly
communicate RI's paperwork needs. As aresult of her wonderful efforts, Van
Wert was able to bring the paperwork matter to a fairly quick end.

Rotary truly has a friend in Megan, and one who will champion Rotary’s efforts for
years to come — wherever she lives and whatever she does.

Willard (Bill) De Pree
Former Ambassador

Former Rotary Foundation Fellow

Willard (Bill) DePree retired in 1993 after 40 years of government service, two with
the Army in Germany and 38 as a Foreign Service Officer with the Department of
State. His overseas tours were in Egypt, Cyprus, Ghana, Sierra Leone,
Mozambique and Bangladesh, the last two as ambassador. His Washington
assignments included stints with the Policy Planning Staff, the Office of Inspector
General, and as Director of the Office of Management Operations.

Since retiring, Bill has continued to work as a consultant to the State department,
most recently heading a team inspecting the work of our embassies in Beirut and
Damascus. He has also been active in both the American Foreign Service
Association (AFSA) and Diplomatic and Consular Officers Retirees (DACOR),
serving as interim president and vice-president for retirees of AFSA and on
DACOR'’s governing board. For the past seven years, Bill has also taken the lead
in organizing weeklong programs on the Foreign Service and foreign policy
issues for Elderhostel audiences. Starting with four in the Washington area,
programs have expanded to sites in eight states. He is a recipient of DACOR’s
Foreign Service Cup and AFSA’s Achievement Award in recognition of his post-
retirement work.

Bill grew up in Zeeland, Michigan and is a graduate of Harvard College and the
University of Michigan and spent a year at the University of Wales in Aberystwyth
as a Rotary Foundation Fellow. He is married to a former Swede, Elizabeth
Pierrou. They have six children, one of whom is currently serving in Baku,
Azerbaijan with her Foreign Service husband. In his retirement, Bill keeps trying
to break a hundred in golf, but without much success.

Jean Irwin has been a teacher of the deaf for 30 years in California and Nevada.
She has been a student of how one can learn and think when the language the
deaf hear inside of themselves is so radically different from the hearing world
around them. The grade levels she has taught in all public schools has spanned
from preschool through high school.

As arecipient of an Ambassadorial Scholarship in 1989 from the Rotary
Foundation, Jean was able to work with a deafness research team to try and
figure out how to better teach the deaf to read. She earned a Master’s Degree
from Nottingham University in England. Helping to increase the reading and
speaking proficiency levels of the profoundly deaf has been the result and in her
talk she explains how obstacles were overcome to do so. Her talk helps us
understand the long term effects of investment in the Rotary Foundation.

She has spoken to 120 conferences for both Rotarians and teachers of the deaf.
Having access to this wide of an audience has helped her to educate even more
people about what she has learned in Nottingham in regards to methods of
teaching reading.

She has recently retired and is deciding what she wants to be when she grows
up.
